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I recently attended the Via de Cristo National Conference held this year at the University of
Indianapolis. Each year members of the National VDC organization meet for 3 days to conduct
business, train and brainstorm to insure the ongoing success of our movement. It was a fun and
educational experience to attend this year as I lived in the dorms like a college student, went to
classes and business meetings as well as worship sessions throughout the day starting at 7:30
am and running until 8:30 pm. I even had a roommate. I was amazed at the vitality of our
movement and it was fascinating to learn how other areas of the country conduct their
weekends and Ultreyas. Here are some items you may find interesting:

- Weekends have recently been hosted in Latvia so I guess we are an international organization
now!

- In 2006 there were 120 weekends nationally. There are 139 weekends on the 2007 schedule.

- There is a new DVD introducing Via de Cristo that is now available for distribution.

- The National organization is working on creating a 1 million dollar endowment fund so that
we can hire and pay a full time Marketing / Lobbyist to represent us.

- A large number of communities hold co-ed weekends.

One area will host Weekend # 500 in February 2008! (I think it was Minnesota)

Some areas have a | year waiting list for those that want to work a weekend!

Fees to attend a weekend range from $0 to $175.

- Most common day for Ultreya’s is Saturday. Some are also held Friday evening and of
course many are done on Sunday as we do.

- Many areas do Stations of the Cross Thursday evening.

- The Agape dinner is not a mandatory part of the weekend and some areas do not have
the dinner.

- Some groups are spread out over several hundred miles so they have “Grand Ultreyas
2 to 4 times per year and people travel up to 300 miles to attend.
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If you have the opportunity to attend a National Conference I strongly urge you to go (It will be
in Phoenix next year) as you will find it a very rewarding.
